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Classic 200 Circuit Board Installation Instructions

       Removal of the old circuit board –

1. Unplug the reed bar RCA

2. Unsolder the all of the wires on the old board-

3. Remove the screws from the board

4. Remove amplifier-

        Preparation for new board-    
1. Clean the entire metal stand off posts on top that the amp sits on and gets screwed down to. This will insure proper grounding of your amplifier.

2. Strip off 1/8th inch off the tip of the old wires to clean them up and insure better connections.

3.  Next solder wires to the appropriate locations on the new board (Note: Not all holes are the exact same as the old board) see photo on website as well as markings on the new board. Wires from the transformer should be inserted thru the holes on the new board.
4. The Potentiometer wires go to the terminal pins on the circuit board. (Your amp may or may not have pins, if your amp has no pins solder wires thru circuit board holes marked.

A. The wire that connects to the potentiometer body (usually black and grey) goes to the terminal marked “G” (Ground)

The wire from the center connector of the pot (usually red and blue) goes to the terminal on the board marked “W” (Wiper)

The other outside connector of the pot (usually green and orange) goes to the terminal marked “H” (Hot)-  If your wires are not these colors for some reason-  there is a picture diagram on the website-

5. Screw down the new board making sure all the screws are in and tight. This is necessary for proper grounding!

Plug in the reed bar RCA connector and you should be ready to Rock and Roll!

Note- All amplifiers are tested before shipping- If you still have hum after installing you will need to add our reed bar shields for the ultimate in quiet operations.
